RULES AND REGULATIONS
GENERAL INFOMATION

Owners, Renters, and Guests

All residents must retain a copy of these rules in their homes.

Oakhollow Owner’s Association, Inc. has adopted these Rules to help maximize
enjoyment, maintain values, and assure the continued aesthetic beauty of our community.
It was designed to give owners and residents a reference for rules and regulations. The
rules apply to all owners and their families, renters, and guests. The Rules are
automatically a part of each lease (even if they are not attached). Each owner is required
to provide a copy of this document to their tenants and ensure that they understand and
abide by them. Homeowners are responsible for their own actions as well as the actions
of their tenants, visitors and guests.

The rules, policies and procedures of Oakhollow are dynamic and subject to change with
the time. The Board encourages owners to participate in the rules making process by
becoming involved. Please attend meetings, serve on committees, make informed
choices in electing directors, and volunteer to run for the Board of Directors.

Condominium living combines two major lifestyle values — Private ownership and
control of real property. Each unit is owned by an individual who enjoys a degree of
autonomy. At the same time, we are in a high-density communal environment that
depends on the cooperation and civility of its residents.

One of the hallmarks of condominium ownership is that the owners relinquishes a degree
of individual freedom to be part of a residential neighborhood in which decision are made
by the association of owners acting through its elected Board of Directors. Over time, the
residents of Oakhollow may include renters as well as owners, both of whom are valued
members of our community. Although our renter residents contract privately with the
unit owner, they are subject to the same rules and procedures.

The goal of the Board is to preserve, protect and enhance the quality of life and property
values at Oakhollow. Although all of us may enthusiastically endorse that laudable goal,
reasonable people will differ on how to achieve it.

This booklet is not intended to replace or interpret the Declaration and Master Deed of
the By-Laws, but merely to provide a reference for some of the pertinent information in
these documents. If any inadvertent conflict between this booklet and the Declaration
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Laws and Master Deed and By-Laws exists, then the Declaration and Master Deed and
By-Laws prevail.

[t is the obligation of all residents to abide by the rules and regulation described in this
booklet and in the Declaration and By-Laws. An owner who rents his condominiums is
therefore responsible for his tenant adhering to the provisions and policies. An owner is
also responsible for providing written notification (i.e. name, phone number, date of
occupancy, # of occupants. vehicle year. make model. driver’s license number and
license plate number, etc.) of any tenant to the management company.

Please observe ALL of the community rules and regulations. Your cooperation will help
increase market value and enhance the quality of life at Oakhollow:.

These rules will be enforced by both the Association manager and Board of Directors.
IFailure to comply with these rules shall be considered sufficient cause for violations
assessment fees. Please be aware that as the actual property owner, you are responsible
to the Association for the actions of your renters and their guest. Your cooperation in
abiding by these rules will afford a pleasant arca for living and safety for the members of
the Association and/or their guest.
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Communications

e Please direct complaints, rule violations or common area repair request to the
Managing Agent.

o All owners’ must keep current home address and home and work phones on files
with the Association at all times.

e Owners are responsible for any notice and correspondence delivered by the
Association, the Association accountants, the Association’s attorney and the
management company to the address such owner has on file with the Association.
An owner who Icaves town for extended periods is also responsible for such
notices and correspondence and is responsible for having someone check his mail
and his unit for security and any leaking or malfunctioning plumbing.

How to Report a Violation:

[I* you should observe a violation of these policies or any law or ordinance, you
have the following avenues available to resolve the problem. Please use whichever one is
most appropriate for the situation.

1. Provide a written complaint to the managing agent. The managing agent will
then respond to the reported violation. The agent’s name and address are
included at the end of this document.

2. Call the Dallas Help phone number, 311. The City of Dallas will enforce
most violations of the City code involving pets, fire safety and most other city
ordinances.

3. Call 911. Use this approach to report crimes. disturbing-the-peace complaints
or any violation that could become an immediate health or safety hazard.

e Owners responsible for continuous or recurring violations of the rules and
regulations, by themselves or by their tenants, guest or pets, will be subjected to a
penalty to be determined from time to time by the Board of Directors. Fines will
be treated in the same manner as any other sums due the Association. Fines will
be assessed only after the owner has been notified in writing of the violation and
when appropriate, been given a period of time deemed reasonable by the Board
of Directors in which to correct or eliminate the violation if the violation is
curable.

Parking

Violators of these rules are subject to towing of their vehicles in addition to remedies
listed herein.
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Each home has reserved parking space. You. your tenants, and your guests may
not park in the reserved space of another unit.

Parking space(s) shall be used for parking purposes only. Parking space(s) may
not be used to store or sell vehicles.

All unassigned parking is available for residents who have more than one vehicle
and for guest parking. Please inform your guests. as a courtesy to other residents
of the community. to park in unassigned parking places,

All vehicles must be parked in a designated parking space and nowhere else on
the common areas. Parking in fire lanes is strictly prohibited.

Vehicles parked in reserved space(s) assigned to other residents are subject to
immediate towing without warning. Owners or residents may authorize the
towing of a vehicle only from their reserved parking space.

The maximum speed allowed is ten (10) miles per hour on the driveways and
parking areas located on the premises.

NO double parking. Vehicles are to be parked between the lines of one parking
space.

Any person operating a motorized vehicle or other motorized apparatus on the
premises must hold a valid driver’s license. The apprehension of any unlicensed
operator will result in a fine.

Unattended vehicles in overflow parking, for a period of time greater than forty-
eight hours, are subject to ticketing and towing a the owner’s expense.

Any variances to the rules including extended visits by guests who will be parking
on the property must be cleared through the property manager.

To be permitted on Property, a vehicle must be operable, no (lat tires and must
display a current license tag and inspection sticker. For purposes of these Rules,
vehicles include automobiles, motoreycles motorized bikes passenger trucks,
small vans and similar passenger vehicles. The following are not permitted on
Property with the Board’s consent: trailers, boats, recreational vehicles buses,
large commercial trucks or industrial vehicles.

Washing, repairs, restoration, or maintenance of vehicles is prohibited on
driveways and parking spaces except for emergency repairs and then only to the
extent necessary to enable movement of the vehicle to a repair facility.

No vehicles, including motorcycles, may be driven, parked, or placed anywhere
on the Property except in designated areas.

Motoreycles may not be chained to building, fences or carport poles or any other
part of the Property.

Each vehicle must be muffled and must be maintained and operated to minimize
noise, odor, and oil emissions.

Motorcycles, motorbikes, or other motorized vehicles may not be operated on the
Property except to provide transportation to and from a unit.

All streets, roadways. and driveways in the Property are private fire lanes and
utility easements on which parking of vehicles is prohibited at all times. No
vehicle may be parked in a manner that impedes or prevents ready access to the

Property, driveways or parking spaces. No vehicle may obstruct the flow of
traffic, Constitute a nuisance, or otherwise create a safety hazard. No vehicle may
be parked, even temporarily. in spaced reserved for others, in fire lanes, or in any
area designated as “no Parking

Towing of Vehicles

Vehicles in violation of the parking rules will be removed at the vehicle owner’s expense.

e Each owner/tenant has explicit rights to authorize a tow from his or her reserved
space (s) only.

e A member of the Board of Directors or the Managing Agent (or their designees)
ONLY may authorize a tow from a non-reserved (visitor or unassigned) space(s).

e The Tow Company may patrol the property 24 hours a day. They may be
authorized to tow without notice any vehicle found in fire lanes, driveways or any
other location on the common elements not designated as a parking space.

e The Tow Company may place a 48-hour warning sticker on any vehicle anywhere
on site found to be inoperative, to have a flat tire or to have fraudulent, missing or
expired inspection and/or registration stickers. After 48 hours if the vehicle is not
brought into compliance or removed from the site, the Tow Company may be
authorized by the Board or its Managing Agent to remove the vehicle from the lot
without further notice.

¢ Any vehicle not properly parked in a parking space, e.g. parked on the grass or in
a fire lane, is subject to being towed immediately.

e Neither the HOA nor the Managing Agent shall be liable for any cost associated
with towing vehicles parked in violation of these association rules or in violation
of government slatues.

Wiring

e There should be no more than one attached electrical cord at each outlet. Even
though all wiring was inspected when the property was built. residents should
still be alert to “trouble signs” such as switch or outlet plates warm to the touch,
smoke or sparks or the smell of burning plastic at any outlet, lights that flicker
and power outlets that do not function. It is important that no circuits are
overloaded.

e At no time should there be wiring installed that comes out of the window or
doors.

Common Elements

e Any area outside of a dwelling’s four walls is classified as a Common Element.
e Common Elements are not the private property of any one owner,
Oakhollow Condominiums Rules and Regulations
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e Common Elements and rules for their use are under the sole provision of the
[Tomeowner’s Association (“HOA™) acting through the Board of Directors. They
may not be used in any way that violates the association’s rules, regulations or
governing documents.

e There shall be NO storage allowed in the common areas.

e Any items found in the common areas are to be removed by the management
company.

e  Walkways, stairways. sidewalks. and driveways are used exclusively for purposes
of access. At NO time shall there be loitering or drinking in the common
elements. This shall be done in the privacy of your home or on your balcony.

e No changes to the Common Areas are permitted at any time.

e Consumption of alcoholic beverages in the parking lots, drive aisles or elsewhere
on the Common Elements, landings or stairwell is prohibited.

e Leaving litter or beverage containers anywhere on the Property is prohibited.

e There shall be no obstruction of the common Elements. This includes a
prohibition on anything — plants, furniture or packages, tor example that may
obstruct porches. sidewalk, entrances, and passages.

e A person may not post signs, notices, or advertisements on the common elements
or in a unit if the sign is visible from outside the unit.

e NOTHING may be altered, constructed or removed from the Common Elements.
This includes modifications to patio or balconies.

Security

e Neither the HOA nor the HOA™ Managing Agent provides or warrants security.

e Each owner, resident renter, and occupant is responsible for his own security and
safety.

e Resident owners are strongly encouraged to install (a) keyless deadbolts on all
entry doors. (b) keyed deadbolts on all entry doors, (¢) pin locks on all sliding
glass doors, (d) Charlie bars on all sliding glass doors. The Texas Security
Device Statute mandates the use of these items in rental property.

e Owners and resident renters are requested to report common area lighting
problems or hazardous conditions immediately to the Managing Agent.

e The Managing Agent checks exterior lighting on a regular basis, but also relies on
unit owners and residents to notify the Managing Agent when lights are burned
out or insufficient in some manner.

e The Association is not obligated to. maintain, or support certain activities within
the Property designed to make the Property less attractive to intruders than it
otherwise might be.

e The Association, it’s directors, committees, members. agents, and employees, will
not in any way be considered an insurer or guarantor of security with the
Property, and may not be held liable for any loss or damage by reason of failure
to provide adequate security. or ineffectiveness of security measures undertaken.

Oakhollow Condominiums Rules and Regulations
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e Each owner, resident, guest, and invitee on the Property assumes all risk for loss
or damage to his person, to his unit, to the contents of his unit, and to any other of
his property on the Property.

e The Association expressly disclaims and disavows any and all representations or
warranties, expressed or implied. including any warranty of merchantability or
fitness for any particular purpose, relative to any security systems, equipment, or
measures recommended. installed or undertaken within the Property

Smoke Detectors

e FEach owner is required to install battery or electric powered smoke detector in the
unit and maintain it in accordance with state law. The owner must ensure that
that the batteries, if required, are working at all times.

Pest control

e The HOA does not have responsibility for interior pest control inside each unit.
However. the HOA shall have the right to enter and exterminate an owner’s unit,
at the owner’s expense. il the owner’s failure to control pests inside his unit is
adversely affecting other units.

Rental Units

Prohibited Crime — Shall mean robbery or aggravated robbery: aggravated assault,
murder, prostitution, criminal gang activity; discharge of firearms; gambling;
manufacture, sale or use of drugs; and manufacture or sale of alcoholic beverages, or a
crime related to sexual behavior that would require the Occupant to register as a sexual
offender.

e The Board of Directors must be notified through the management company
whenever a unit becomes vacant within 3 days of execution thereol.

e Unit Owners will take sole and absolute responsibility to conduct a criminal
background check on all possible residents and submit to the management
company. Individual owners will defer potential renter with felony criminal
backgrounds. No Occupant may reside in a Unit if the individual has been
convicted of a Prohibited Crime or is currently serving deferred adjudication for a
Prohibited Crime.

e In the event that an Occupant is convicted or is placed into deferred adjudication
for a Prohibited Crime, the owner shall immediately notify the Association in
writing via certified mail return receipt requested

e EBach background check must be approved by the Board of Directors and
Management.

Oakhollow Condominiums Rules and Regulations
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e Any act of a prohibited crime or violence by a rental resident will be reported to
the Unit Owner. The Owner is then required to terminate the lease within thirty
(30) days.

e Each lease of a unit must contain the clause: “Tenant is required to comply with
the Rules and Regulations of the Association and failure to comply shall
constitute a default under the lease.”

e [ach lease must also contain the names of each person authorized to live in the
unit, regardless of age. and the home. work and cell phone number of the tenants.

e No lease shall contain language that conflicts with these Rules and Regulations.

e The Association shall have the right to deny use of the pool areas and parking
rights to any tenant for whom a proper lease or any lease is not on file with the
Association.

e Any Occupant/Renter that is charged with a prohibited erime MUST vacate the
unit with seven (7) days of his/her conviction or placement into deferred
adjudication,

Occupancy and Use of Dwellings

e The maximum number of persons who may occupy a unit: see Occupancy Load
Limits of the City of Dallas (sec 27-15).

e No person under the age of 18 years may occupy a unit unless he lives with a
resident who is his parent, legal guardian, or a designee of his parent or legal
guardian. Upon request by the Association, an owner will provide satisfactory
proofl of the ages and relationships among the occupants of his unit

e Fach dwelling shall be used exclusively for long-term residential purposes.

e The HOA observes and enforces city ordinances as if they were HOA rules.

e The management Company must be notified by the Homeowner of any change in
the occupancy of their units.

e Unit Owners must submit information on prospective residents to the
management company for background screening. Any applicants with a criminal
background must be declined for occupancy.

e The Board of Directors and Management Company must be notified by the
Homeowner of any change in the occupancy of their units.

e No unit may be occupied by a person who constitutes a direct threat to the health
or safety of other person, or whose occupancy would results in substantial
physical damage to the property of others.

e Any act of crime or violence by a rental resident will be reported to the Unit
Owner. The Owner is then required to terminate the lease with thirty (30) days.
If past those 30 days then appropriate fine WILL be assessed by the Board of
Directors.

e Each unit must be solely for residential use, and may not be used for commercial
or business purposes.
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e A resident may not use his unit in a way that: annoys residents of neighboring
units, reduccs the desirability of the Property as a residential community,
endangers the health or safety of other resident or violates any law or any
provision of the Documents.

* Anowner, at his expense, will maintain his unit and keep it in good repair. Each
Owner is responsible for insuring that all washing machines hoses and the wax
rings beneath toilets are replaced periodically to prevent leaks and waters
damage. An Owner is responsible for any damage to other units, the Common
Elements caused by leaking toilets, washing machine hoses or other plumbing in
his unit and the costs to repair and/or replace damaged interiors. exteriors,
insulation and/or personal property.

e The Association shall have access to each unit at all times, without notice, to
make emergency repairs to prevent damage to the Common Elements, or to
another unit at the expense of the Owner/Resident who caused the damage by his
neglect or negligence or misuse of the elements of his unit or failure to properly
maintain the same in violation of the Rules and Regulations and/or other
condominiums Documents.

o Ifthe association needs access to a unit and the owner of such unit or, if
applicable. his tenant is not at home, a locksmith will be called at the expense of
such Owners.

e No owner shall make or permit to be made any structural alterations to his unit or
any changes, modifications or additions of any kind to the exterior of his unit or
the Common Elements without the prior written approval of the Board of
Directors. This includes. but is not limited to. installation of items such as screen
doors, name plates, unit number, front door hardware. and exterior lighting
fixtures.

e [lach Owner or his tenants shall keep his unit and it’s appurtenances in good order
and repair and shall keep her/her unit in a clean and sanitary Front entries must be
kept clean by regular sweeping and if necessary hosing, including front doors and
the surrounding siding.

* Anowner is responsible for any loss or damage he causes to his unit, others units,
the personal property of other residents or their guest, or to the common elements
and improvements,

Trash

e Dumpsters for trash disposal are placed in back north end of the property.

e ALL trash must be disposed of by being placed INSIDE the dumpsters provided.

e Residents may NOT store trash inside or outside his unit in a manner that may
permit the spread of fire, odors, or seepage, or encouragement of vermin

e Before discarding coals, ashes, logs or other materials used in barbeque or
fireplaces

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* Placing carpet. sheet rock. paint cans or other debris and construction materials in
connection with remodeling or refurbishing units or discarded appliances.
mattresses, or furniture in or around the dumpsters is prohibited. When the
offending unit can be identified, violators will be fined plus the cost of removal
and disposal by the porter service.

* No owner or tenant shall place any garbage in the dumpsters except for household
waster that is secured in plastic or paper bags. Dumping loose garbage in the
dumpsters is prohibited.

* Leaving bagged trash and garbage at front doors or on patios at any time is
prohibited.

* Boxes and large objects should be crushed or broken down before placed in
dumpster.

e Dumpsters doors are to be closed at all times when not in usc

e Residents must arrange privately for removal of discarded furnishings or any
unusually large volume of debris.

e [fadumpster is full, resident should locate another dumpster or hold his trash.

Fire Hazards

* The use of barbecue grills on a balcony or porch is expressly prohibited.
Barbecue grills may not be used any closer than 10 feet from any building or
overhang. Storage of kerosene, gasoline or any inflammable or explosive agent
anywhere on site (except for fuel allowed in vehicle fuel tanks) is prohibited.

e Electric grills are permitted for use on patio/balconies.

Nuisances

e Unless installed or approved by the HOA, no outside lighting or loudspeakers or
other sound-producing devices may be used. Nothing may be done. in any part
of the property which, in the judgment of the Board. may be considered noxious
or offensive activity or which may become an unreasonable annoyance or
nuisance to the other residents. Residents shall exercise extreme care about
making noise, using musical instruments, stereos, and other sound-producing
devices that may disturb other residents in their units, or the clubhouse or pool
area.

e No conduct deemed by the Board of Directors to be a nuisance, objectionable,
harmful, unsafe, damaging to property values or inconsistent with a first class
condominiums project shall be permitted.

e Blowing a vehicle horn at any time while on the property, except to prevent an
accident, is prohibited.

Oakhollow Condominiums Rules and Regulations
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Children

All children eighteen and under must be supervised by an adult at all times within
the common areas.

Sidewalks, driveways, entrances and breczeways shall not be used for play areas
including riding bicycles, skateboards and scooters, ete.

Oakhollow has no facilities or playgrounds for children and is not required to
provide any.

Children are not permitted to play in the parking lots, driveways, areas in front of
the clubhouse or any other Common Elements for safety reasons.

A resident may not keep or permit on the property a pet or animal of any kind, at
any time, except as permitted by these Rules and the Documents.
Cats, dogs, bird, reptiles and other animals shall be kept in such a manner so as
not to disturb other occupants or owner. If any animal becomes obnoxious to
other occupants or owners, the unit owner and renter shall be given written notice
by the Managing Agent to correct the problem, including a specific time
limitation for doing so. If not corrected as specified in the notice, the unit owner
or recipient of the notice shall be required to permanently remove the animal from
the property.
No livestock or poultry of any kinds may be raised. bred or kept in any unit or
patio area.
No animals are allowed within the fence surrounding the swimming pool.
All animals are to be leashed at ALL times and accompanied by adult, age 18 or
older.
Pet owners are responsible for the immediate removal of excrements that their pet
deposits on any area on property. Pet owners violating this rule will be subject to
a fine.
Any occupants at Oakhollow Condominiums shall obtain written permission from
the board of directors before harboring more than one animal per condominium
unit at the property.
NO animals over 30 lbs. are allowed to reside on property.
At NO time will pets be kept on a patio or allowed to use the patio as a restroom.
All animals MUST be registered with the city of Dallas and the managing agent
must have a copy of registration.
All pets must have vaccinations as required by the City of Dallas and residents
must be prepared to show proof of vaccination in the event of any incident
involving their pets.
No resident may keep a dangerous or exotic animal. trained attach dog, or any
other animal deemed by the Board to be a potential threat to the well-being of
people or other animals.
Oakhollow Condominiums Rules and Regulations
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e Animals known to have a reputation for being dangerous or obnoxious are not
permitted on the property at any time.

e Food or water is not to be left outside on [ront step or back patio for any animal.

e No animal or house pet may be kept. bred. or maintained for any commercial
purpose.

e No pet may be leashed to a stationary object on the common elements.

o Pets must be kept in a manner that does not disturb another resident’s rest or
peaceful enjoyment of his unit or the common ¢lements. No pet may be permitted
to bark, howl, whine, screech, or make other loud noises for extended or repeated
periods of time.

e Residents are responsible for nay property damage, injury or disturbance his pet
may cause or inflict.

e A resident who keeps a pet on the Property is deemed to indemnify and agrees to
hold harmless the Board. the Association, and other owners and residents, from
any loss, claim, or liability of any kind or character whatever resulting from any
action of his pet or arising by reason of keeping or maintaining the pet on the
Property.

e Ifaresident or his pet violates the Rules, or if a pet creates a nuisance, odor,
unreasonable disturbance, or noise, the resident or person having control of the
animal may be given written notice by the Board to correct the problem. If the
problem is not corrected within the time specified in the notice, the resident, upon
written notice from the Board, may be required to remove the animal. Each
resident agrees to permanently remove his violating animal from the Property
with 10 days after receipt of a removal notice from the Board.

Balconies and Patios

e Balconies, patios, and open terraces are not to be used for storage.

e Each resident is required to keep the balcony and the interior of the patio, which
have been assigned to his unit in a clean and sanitary condition.

e ltems normally found there, such as outdoor furniture and moderate numbers of
plants are permitted on patios and balconies.

e No dead or sickly plants or empty pots are permitted on patios or around front
door areas.

e Outdoor carpet or any other permanent or semi permanent flooring is prohibited
from all patios and landings.

e No cooking or smoking of [ood is permitted on any patio at any time.

e No fire, gas or propane grills or smoke are permitted anywhere.

e Hanging laundry outside a unit or draping rugs, clothes or towels over patio
railings or stairwell landings or anywhere else outside a unit is prohibited.

e Storing or hanging, cleaning or beating rugs. linens, clothing, garments, brooms,
mopes. buckets, garbage. boxes coolers or similar items on patios, stairways or
anywhere else outside a unit is prohibited,
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Windows

All windows must be covered by white, ivory or off white shades, blinds, drapes,
shutters or drapery linings that are in good repair and properly installed.

Foil, decals, hanging or items that are considered objectionable in the reasonable
judgment of the Board of Directors are prohibited from any window or sliding
glass door. Those decals that signify an electronic entry alarm system or notices
to fire and rescue personnel are exempted.

Window treatments must be maintained in good condition, and must be removed
or replaced if they become stained, torn, damaged. or otherwise unsightly in the
opinion of the Board.

Each owner, at his expense, must promptly repair and replace any broke, fogged
or cracked glass in his unit’s windows and doors. regardless of the source of the
damage. Replacement glass must conform to the standard for the Property.

Signs

All signs (for example “For Sale™ or “For Rent”) are absolutely prohibited and
may not be exhibited anywhere on the property, including from the interiors of the
units.

Antennas

No exterior television antennas, satellite dishes, radio transmitting or receiving
devices shall be erected. placed or maintained anywhere on the property except
those installed for the use of all owners by authority of the Board of Directors, or
as agreed to in writing by the Board of Dircctors Owners requesting permission
for installation of cabling and satellite dishes must abide by the requirements
established by the association. These requirements will include that the
homeowner install the equipment as specified by the association and that he/she
assume all responsibility for injury or damage resulting from the installation.,
maintenance and subsequent removal of the equipment and cabling. Call the
Managing Agent for requirements.

Insurance

HOAs insurance policies are not intended to cover residents’ possessions,
interior damage or personal liability.

Each resident (whether owner or tenant) is required for obtaining his own
property and liability insurance. A copy of such insurance must be presented and
filed with the management company.
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o Each policy must show the physical address of the owner’s unit and contain
coverage of the unit’s interiors and owner/renter’s personal belongings, plus a
minimum of $100,000.00 in liability coverage.

e An owner may not permit anything to be done, or kept in his units or the common
elements that is illegal or that may result in the cancellation of insurance eon the
Property.

Mailboxes
* The Board of Directors has the exclusive right to designate the type, size and

location of mailboxes. Owners are responsible for their individual mailbox door
and lock.

Water Leaks

Each owner shall be strictly liable for any repair of or damages to his unit or to
adjacent from most water leaks originating from his unit. Failures of plumbing
fixtures, aquariums, waterbeds, and water furniture are examples of common
sources of water leaks.

Each owner shall be responsible for promptly repairing leaks in plumbing lines
and plumbing fixtures inside his unit. [f after verbal or written notice an owner
does not make such repairs within 5 days of notice, the association may charge
the owner additional fines for cach day the repairs are not made.

Additionally, residents who allow commodes, faucets or any other water using
[ixtures to run unnecessarily create a nuisance to adjacent units and burden the
HOA with unnecessary water usage. Owners of units where this occurs may be
filled for water use surcharges and are subject to fines until the fixtures are
adequately repaired.

The Managing Agent may, at its discretion, repair a leak on behalf of a unit owner
if the unit owner has failed to repair the leak after having been given notice by the
Managing Agent. The unit owner is responsible for the costs of such repairs.

Utilities

Each owner is responsible for the maintenance and repair of the plumbing air
conditioning/heating unit, electrical outlets. switches and breaker boxes that serve
his home.

A resident will try to conserve the use of utilities furnished through the
Association, including water consumption within his unit.

All residents/owners must have valid proof of utilities at any given time. If at
given time a unit’s electrical is disconnected due to the unlawful use is subject to
an increased fine at the discretion of the Board of Directors.

Oakhollow Condominiums Rules and Regulations
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Freezing Weather Procedures

e Electric service for vacant units must be provided for heating purposes during the
months with freezing temperatures to avoid frozen pipes. Each owner is strictly
liable for damages to his unit and to adjacent units or common areas resulting
from failure to comply with these rules and with the following Freeze Alert
Procedures:

 Have your heating system checked to ensure proper operation.

* Observe weather conditions on a daily basis. Repeated sub-freezing days can lead
to frozen pipes.

e Check with the local weather service for accurate information and anticipated
freezing conditions.

* Leave your heat on at all times, especially if you are out of town. (A minimum of
62 degrees).

e [fthe temperature drops to 32 degrees or lower, open all cabinets to bathroom
vanities and to kitchen sinks to allow heat to reach the pipes. particularly those on
the outside walls, and especially on any wall facing north.

e Open all hot and cold faucets, allowing water to flow in a small, continuous drip.
Open your drains so that the sinks do not overflow.

e If you plan to leave town, leave a key with a neighbor and notify the Managing
Agent in writing of advanced access arrangements.

* Become familiar with the water shutoff valve locations for your building.

 Off-site owners are responsible for making certain that their units are winter-
ready.

e Watch for the freeze warning signs as reminders.

[ YOUR PIPES FREEZE

e Do not attempt to thaw them with a torch; this is a fire hazard.

e Watch for water seepage from surrounding units  (under doors and from ceilings
ol downstairs units).

*  When a pipe [reezes. do not leave your unit unattended: real problems begin
when the pipes thaw.

e Ifapipe breaks, try to turn off the water from outside of the building and notify
the Managing Agent immediately. If you find that the water is turned off to your
building, Do NOT turn it back on; this may jeopardize your neighbor and increase
the damage to the property.

Grounds Maintenance — planting and gardening

* No planting of shrubs or gardening of any kind may be done by the individual in
the Common Elements.

Oakhollow Condominiums Rules and Regulations
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* Residents are encourage to participate in the up keep of landscaping in front of
their units (trash pickup)
* Residents may not use or abuse the landscaped areas, lawns, or beds.

Firewood/Fireplace

¢ DO NOT store firewood on the common grounds.

* Storage of firewood must be stored on concrete in patio area.

* KEEP FIREWOOD OFF THE GROUND AND NOT IN CONTACT WITH THE
BUILDING, WOOD BALCONY FLOORING OR BALCONY RAILING AT
ALL TIMES. Helps control termites.

e No material other than wood may be used in any fireplace.

e Fireplaces may not be used without a closed grate.

Clubhouse
e The club house is NOT available for reservations.

Pool
Hours: Sunday thru Saturday and National Holidays
10:00 am to 10:00 pm

e No residents/homeowners may use the pool unless it is officially open.
Unauthorized use of the pool after hours will constitute a trespass of private
property and violators are subject to an immediate loss of pool privileges and
possible arrest by Dallas police. The Board has the right to revoke any resident
access for dangerous acts, improper conduct, server to repeated violation of the
rule and regulations.

e The swimming pool cannot be reserved.

e NO lifeguard on duty: swim at your own risk. NO ONE IS ALLOWED TO
SWIM ALONE.

¢ Delinquency in Association Fees forfeits all pool privileges for everyone in
said unit.

e Oakhollow Homeowners Association assumes NO responsibility for any accident
or injury in connection with the use of the pool and is held harmless from any
action occurring within the pool areas. ALL persons use the pool at their own
risk.

e This is a private pool that is open to homeowners and renters of Oakhollow
Condominiums and guest are limited to 3 persons per family and must be
accompanied at all times. Residents MUST escort their guest at all times and will
be held responsible for their guest’s actions.
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All Children under the age of 14 must be accompanied by and properly
supervised by an adult over the age of 18.

Only recognized swim attire is allowed in the pool area. No swimming in clothes
cut off jeans or shorts are permitted.

No tampering with the pool equipment or safety equipment. Pool safety devices
are not to be removed from the pool area or used other than for their intended
purpose. The life preserver ring is not to be used as a toy. This if for emergency
use only.

No glass of any type is allowed in the pool or pool area.

No food, alcoholic beverages or chewing gum is allowed at any time with in the
pool gates.

No pets or animals allowed in the pool area.

No loitering in the pool areas. (Please clean up any mess you make and dispose
of trash appropriately). All cigarette butts and ashes must be disposed of in trash,
No swimming with communicable or transmittable diseases, skin abrasions, open
sores/wounds, etc.

No bicycles, tricycles, scooter, skateboards, Frisbees, toys or strollers allowed in
the pool area. Other items but not limited to beach balls, noodles, water wings.
flotation devices, large rafts etc. are prohibited. The pool is too small for this.
No personal lounges or chairs are allowed.

No swimming during inclement weather or during an electrical storm.,

No diving, running, pushing, {lipping, jumping backwards, unnecessary noise or
roughhousing allowed.

There shall be no splashing of water other than that accompanying normal
swimming.

Violations of pool rules WILL subject violator to a fine and suspension of pool
privileges.

No nudity, lewd, inappropriate language or indecent behavior allowed. Children
and other residents deserve a comlortable and enjoyable environment in the pool
area.

Pool gates should be securely closed and locked upon entering and leaving the
pool area. Opening the gate to let others (excluding family or guest) enter the
pool is prohibited.

Radios should be for your enjoyment and not for those on the other side of the
pool. Please keep the volume down (o a comfortable level for those around you.
Please be considerate of fellow homeowners and respect their right to quiet
enjoyment of the pool

Diaper aged children must wear leak proof swim pants.

No spitting, blowing of nose into the pool or onto deck, improper public displays
of affection and profanity is prohibited

All state and local health laws apply.
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e The pool may be closed at any time due to mechanical breakdowns, weather
conditions and/or operational difficultics and at the discretion of the Management
or Board of Directors.

e Furniture other than that provided shall not be used in the pool area, nor shall such
furniture be removed from such area.

Residents are encouraged to call 911 for immediate attention to trespassers and for
anyone acting suspicious or intimidating in anyway.

TAA Condominium Lease Forms

e The Board recommends that all unit owners who lease their units use the latest
Texas Apartment Association condominium Lease forms, A copy of these HOA
rules must be attached and made a part of any lease agreement entered into or
renewed after the effective date of these amended rules.

New Residential Information Form

e Pursuant to the Texas Condominium Act, Sec, 82.114 (3) (3) each owner is
required to complete and return to the association a New Resident Information
FForm each time a new occupant occupies their condominium.

Note: Occupants are required to sign the form. By doing so they are indicating that they
have received a copy of the association’s Rules and Regulations and agree to abide by
them.

Late Charges/Collection Policy

e HOA monthly assessments are due on the first day of each month and are late is
not received or properly mailed and postmarked by the 15" day of the month due.
Assessments not received by the deadline will incur a late charge.

e The Board will begin collection activities when dues assessments become thirty
(30 days delinquent. If dues assessments are still delinquent by the sixtieth (60)
day, the delinquent account will be sent to an attorney for collections on the sixty-
first (61) day.

o If the delinquency is not paid within 30 days from the date the demand letter is
mailed, the Association may pursue the right to non-judicial foreclosure as
provided for in the Texas Uniform condominium Act.

e All attorneys’ fees, collection costs and other expenses incurred by the
Association in recovery of unpaid assessments are the sole responsibility of the
owner whose failure to make timely payment of assessments/dues necessitated the
HOA incurring such fees, costs and expenses.
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A returned check fee charge will be made for any check returned unpaid from the
bank for any reason.
* All funds received from an owner will be applied on the books of the Association
in the following order:
a. All attorneys’ fees
b. All collection fees
¢. All other collection expenses incurred by the HOA, whether or not the
expense pertains directly to collection of assessments.
d.  All late charges
e. All interest changes
f.  All unpaid special assessments
2. All unpaid regular assessments

Sale or Change of Ownership or Address

* Each unit owner is responsible for giving written notice as required by the HOA s
Bylaws to the Managing Agent of (a) any impending change of ownership and (b)
any changes in the owner’s mailing address for notification purposes.

e [Each owner is responsible for the payment of regular assessments on his unit
without requiring notice or demand from the HOA,

Annual Meeting

e The Annual Homeowner’s Meeting is normally held in the month of July every
year but may vary at the Boards discretion. Notices announcing the meeting will
be mailed to each owner.

Sources of Board Powers to Set Rules and Enforce Sanctions

e State Law, the property’s Enabling Declaration and Bylaws provide for rules, and
give the Board of Directors the power to set rules, regulations, and sanctions.
When conlflicts arise, the provisions of State law and the Declaration normally
have precedence. Any Owner (or their tenant) determined by judicial or non-
Judicial action to have violated said rules and regulations shall be liable to the
HOA for all damages and costs, including attorney’s fees. All rules of the Board
are effective immediately unless otherwise stated herein.

Remedies for Violations and Right to Appeal

e Owners are responsible for the actions of their tenants and visitors. Owners of
units in which tenants, guests or visitors are shown to be responsible for violations
of these rules and regulations are subject to sanctions ranging from verbal
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warning, written warnings. fines and police citations. Tenants may also be
subject to eviction for repeated violations.

Written or verbal notices of violation may be given by management or a Board
member. If a minor infraction is repeated, or a serious violation occurs, the owner
ol the unit responsible is subject to a written notice of violation and a fine of at
least $25.00 but not more than $200.00. If it is an offense breaking the law you
will be subject to a fine not to exceed $1,000.000.

After a written notice of violation, the owner has the right to appeal within 30
days of the date on the notice of violation. All appeals must be in writing, and
sent to the Board of Directors of Oakhollow Owner’s Association. Inc. In care of
the Managing Agent.

After an appeal is received, the owner will be invited to a hearing before the
Board at the next regularly scheduled Board meeting.

Should an appeal be heard. the Board will issue its written decision within 30
days after the hearing. Board decisions are final

[f the owner does not request a hearing within 30 days. the matter is considered
closed. Any fines issued must be paid within 60 days of the original notice of
violations.

Failure to pay fines may result in further fines and penalties. Owners who do not
pay fines are subject to sanctions per the Enabling Declaration and Bylaws of the
Oakhollow Owner’s Association, Inc.

Owners are liable for fines levied by the Association for violations of the
Documents by the owner, the occupants of the units, and the relatives, guests,
employees and agents of the owner and occupants.

Compliance

Each owner is responsible for compliance with the Documents by the occupants
of his unit, and his or their respective relatives, invitees. tenants, agents,
employees, or contractors. [F a Rule requires or prohibits conduct by an “owner’
or “resident”, each of those terms are deemed to include the other, and applies to
all persons for whom an owner or resident is responsible. Again, the owner is
ultimately responsible for compliance by all persons using or related to his unit.
An owner should contact the Association il he has a question about these Rules.
Fach resident must comply with any rules and signs posted from time to time on
the Property by the Association. Posted rules or temporary rules are incorporated
in these Rules by reference. Each resident must comply with notices
communicated by the Association, from time to time, in nature of seasonal or
temporary rules, or notice of a change affecting use of the Property.

The Association has the right to enforce these Rules against any person on the
Property.

The Board of Directors are volunteers and are allowed the quiet enjoyment of
their homes, therefore, homeowner suggestions should be made at the annual

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meeting or in writing (via letter, not by e-mail) to the Board of Directors
representative if one has been designated.

e Circumstances may warrant waiver or variance ol the Rules. To obtain a waiver
or variance, an owner must make written application to the Board. The Board’s
approval of a waiver or variance must be in writing, and may be conditioned.

e All Unit Owners and Occupants shall comply with these Rules & Regulations.

e [lailure to comply with these Rules & Regulations shall be grounds for action,
which may include. without limitation, to recover sums due for damages, [ines,
injunctive relief and/or any other remedies as provided for in the Dedicatory
[Instruments ( as defined by the Texas Property Code) or law. or any combination
thereof. In addition to all other remedies, the Board, in its sole and absolute
discretion, may assess fines, in accordance with applicable law, against a Unit
Owner or Occupant for failure of a Unit Owner or Occupant, his/her family,
guests, invitees, and lessees or employees, to comply to the terms of these Rules
& Regulations

Amendment

e The foregoing Rules and Regulations are subject to amendment and to
announcement of further regulations. These documents were last amended in
October 2011.

Community Etiquette

e Courtesy: Each resident will endeavor to use his unit and the common elements
in a manner calculated to respect the rights and privileges of other residents of the
Property.

e Annoyance: A resident will avoid doing or permitting anything to be done that
will annoy, harass, embarrass, or inconvenience other residents or their guest, or
the Association’s employees and agents.

e Noise and Odors: Each resident must exercise reasonable care to avoid making or
permitting to be made loud, disturbing or ohjectionable noise or noxious odors
that are likely to disturb residents of other units.

e Reception Interference: Each resident will avoid doing or permitting anything to
be done that may unrcasonable interfere with the telephone, radio, telephonic, or
electronic reception on the Property.

e No Personal Service: The Associations employees and agents are not permitted
or authorized to renter personal services Lo residents. Each resident agrees that
the Association is not responsible for any item or article left with or delivered to
the Association’s employees or agents on behalf of such resident.
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e Complaints: Complaints regarding the service of the Project must be in writing to
the Board of Directors designated representative or to the Managing Agent.
Owners and tenants are not allowed to contact Association vendors. Abusive
language or repetitive contact of Association vendors. the Board of Directs, or
Managing Agent will not be tolerated and will result in a find or ban of further

contact.
